Student Dress Expectations – Page 12 of the Student Handbook 
Research has shown that student dress and appearance affect student attitudes and conduct.  These guidelines are 
intended to define appropriate student attire and personal grooming.  Their purpose is to prevent disruption of the 
classroom atmosphere, enhance classroom decorum, eliminate disturbances among other students, and minimize 
distractions in order to not interfere with the educational process.  
Clothing items that are considered unacceptable to wear to school include, but are not limited to, the following:  

- Clothing that does not provide adequate coverage, including garments that expose midriffs, cleavage, 
buttocks, and undergarments.   

- Apparel that makes written or graphic reference to the following topics is strictly prohibited: alcohol, 
drugs, tobacco, violence, weapons, nudity, profanity, discrimination, vulgarity or gangs. This includes 
phrases of dual meaning.  

- The tops of shirts/blouses for both males and females should adequately cover the chest area and not 
expose chest/cleavage.  

- Spaghetti strap, backless, strapless, or tube top shirts 
- Tank tops with oversized neck and arm areas  
- Shorts with short cut legs – it is recommended that shorts or skirts be mid-thigh length when standing.  
- Hats, bandanas, hoods or similar head coverings are not to be worn in school unless it is for a religious 

or medical reason.  
- Shoes must be worn at all times in the building and on school grounds. 

Onalaska High School Administration will use discretion to make decisions regarding the appropriateness of each 
student’s dress and possible consequences for violation of the above policy.  Students may be required to change 
into appropriate clothing.  This may include being sent home to change clothes.  Repeated violations of dress code 
rules will result in disciplinary actions.  With staff, student, and parent support regarding the use of good sense for 
appropriate attire selection for school, issues can be easily resolved and uncomfortable circumstances avoided.

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This year, Onalaska High School started to participate in the state-wide 
DPI initiative, Global Education Achievement Certificate. This certificate 
is awarded to students who have demonstrated a higher level of learning 
with an emphasis on global education.  

Our first candidate to complete the certificate is Spring Spaeth. She has 
completed 4 years of Spanish courses, earned a B+ or better in four 
courses with a global component, wrote eight reflections on topics with a 
global focus, participated in at least 4 Spanish Club activities, and 
completed a 20 hour global community service project. Her community 
service project, the Pulsera Project, raised money for various programs. 
To raise the money, Spring sold bracelets from Nicaragua and bags from 
Guatemala. A variety of organizations sent them at no charge to Spring, 
and then she sold them to support four different projects. The money 
raised goes to, in addition to sustaining jobs for 100+ artists, Pulsera sales 
raise essential funds for education, micro-loans, shelter support, 
environmental programs, fair trade, community projects and workers’ 
rights. (The partner organizations are Si a la Vida, La Esperanza Granada, 
La Isla Foundation, and Grupo Fenix.) We are proud of Spring for being 
OHS’s first Global Scholar.

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This fall a Faculty Committee will discuss NHS eligibility for juniors and seniors.  Students interested in 
applying for NHS may use the following criteria to enhance their summer experiences, putting them in a 
better position for acceptance into NHS in the fall.  In addition, obtaining adult signatures verifying your 
hours of service work will save you time in the future. 
 
The NHS adviser will mail letters home in the fall for juniors/seniors that qualify academically.  
Students that wish to apply will then receive an application to complete and submit.

4.  Character – demonstrates respect, responsibility, trustworthiness, fairness, caring, and citizenship 

�  Takes criticism willingly and accepts recommendations graciously 
�  Upholds principles of morality and ethics 
�  Complies with school regulations 
�  Demonstrates the highest standards of honesty 
�  Regularly shows courtesy, concern, and respect for others

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Social Host Ordinance passed in Onalaska in August 2013   
Social host penalizes anyone who provides a location for underage alcohol drinking to take 
place, regardless of who provides the alcohol.   Anyone breaking the social host law faces a 
minimum fine of $1,000 and up to $5,000. 
  

Social Host FAQs: 
�  A “social host” is any person(s) who knowingly allows possession or consumption of 

underage drinkers on private property.  Even 18-21 year olds can be held liable as a “social 
host”. 

�  “Private property” has been defined as “any privately owned land or building of the 
unincorporated area of the County and includes vacant land as well as residential, 
commercial, business or farm property.”  

�  The law does not include a parent’s own child consuming alcohol in their presence; 
however, allowing someone else’s child to consume alcohol on your property would be 
illegal.  

�  Underage drinking can cause serious health and safety consequences. Serious second hand 
effects of underage drinking endanger public health, safety and quality of life. Social Host 
Ordinances reduce alcohol harm, crimes and costs attributed to underage drinking.  

  

Parents: Please provide safe, alcohol-free activities for our youth.  Be at home when your 
teen has a party and refuse to supply alcohol to anyone under 21.  Talk with other parents 
about not providing alcohol at youth events.  Report underage drinking to law enforcement.

Test. The placement test results will be used to assist students and their advisors when registering  
for classes.  Tests are given at multiple UW System sites on multiple dates.  Students do not need 
to take their placement test at the college or university they plan to attend.  Students can find more  
information and a link for registration at http://testing.wisc.edu/centerpages/regionaltesting.html.   
Each site offering tests will provide students with information about any fees charged for testing.   
Students not attending a University of Wisconsin System school should contact the institution they 
 plan to attend for placement test information.

Going “off to college?” -- we have advice for you! 
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Juniors: 
 

Campus Visits 
The spring of your junior year is the best time to get out and visit campuses (technical, 2 or 4 year) and get 
a feel for which school “fits” for you!  While it’s important to meet with admissions counselors and take the 
official campus tour, it’s also helpful to take your own personal tour.  Check out the places they don’t show 
you, talk to a student in the student union about what they like about the school, as well as what they are 
frustrated with. Pick up a campus newspaper to see what’s important to students and soak in the 
environment.  If you don’t feel like the school is a good fit, it may be a difficult place for you to find 
success.    
 

JUNIORS 
ACT is coming up! 
Juniors interested in attending a 4-year college can register to retake the ACT (See “Upcoming ACT 
Dates”). OHS is hosting this test June 11.   Students should be sure to give themselves plenty of time to 
register, as there are many survey questions and career interest questions asked.   
 
How do I register for the ACT? 
1. Students go to ACTstudent.org/start to create an account, register and pay for the ACT test 

- Juniors who took the ACT on March 1can find their ACT account by entering  the ACT ID number 
(located at the top of his/her score report) 

- Go to “Create an account” 
- Answer the questions following questions; --*Have you registered for the ACT before? NO 

 *Have you taken an ACT before?   YES 
- Answer the identifying questions, so ACT can locate your existing ACT score, so all of your ACT 

information can be in one account.  
2. Be sure to meet the registration deadlines 
3. Decide if you need to take the writing test or not.  Most schools do NOT require the writing test.  (see 

‘Writing Test” below)  
4. Give yourself at least 45 minutes to complete first time online ACT registration  
5. Decide which 4 colleges/universities you want FREE score reports sent to 

--It’s better to do this now to avoid extra steps and fees later 
6. Be prepared to upload a clear headshot photo to the website.  Students without a picture are NOT 

allowed to test! 
7. Fee waivers are available for students who qualify 
8. Print your admission ticket, and keep it someplace safe  
 
The ACT Writing Test 
There is a writing section of the ACT which is optional.  Some colleges recommend or require this section 
of the ACT for admission purposes.  There is a link on the Student Services web page under “Testing 
Information,” or you can go to: https://actapps.act.org/writPrefRM/goSearchInst.do to find out which 
schools require or recommend the writing portion.  Note:  UW Madison no longer requires an ACT plus 
writing score. 
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Upward Bound Program 
Available to OHS Students  
 
 
UW-LaCrosse provides a unique and FREE opportunity for our students to prepare for 
higher education.  Upward Bound provides tutoring, college visits, advising and a summer 
program to assist students in college preparation.  Students participating in the summer 
program can earn one high school credit from the experience.  Upward Bound works with 
students that neither parent has graduated from a 4-year college or are income eligible.

ACT Prep Course Options  
 
All juniors took the ACT on March 1 as a part of the required state assessment program.  Students received 
their scores in April and can use these preparation options if they choose to retake the ACT in June. 
 
1. All juniors took a FREE practice ACT test this September.  ACT will score this test, and provide 

students with sub scores, a composite score and most importantly an itemized list of correct answers 
compared to student answers.  Students have these results and can see the questions they answered 
correctly and identify content they need more review for.   

 
2 There are FREE resources located in the Student Services office, such as practice tests, which can  

be scored and timed by the student.  Several FREE resources are also available online at sites such  
as Wiscareers.wisc.edu (FREE access through student account to Petersons online), ACT.org and 

 march2success.com. 
 
3.   NEW!  TutorMe.com is a new website available for test preparation.  We have been given a FREE 6  

month  trial for ALL OHS students!  Sign up at http://act.tutorme.com/courses/ACT, create an  
account and enter promotion code “ONALASKA.”  TutorMe provides 10 hours of short animated 
videos that brush up student’s skills and hundreds of sample questions to practice with.     
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Tips for re-taking the ACT test 
If a Junior wishes to retake the ACT in April or June. Here are some tips that can help make your test day go 
smoothly:  

·  Check your calculator. 
Be sure your calculator is permitted for use during the math section; visit actstudent.org to find out if your 
calculator is allowed.  

·  Make sure you have your ticket. 
If you don’t have your ticket yet, sign in to your ACT web account and print your ticket now. If you wait until 
test day, you could experience delays if there is heavy server traffic or if you have trouble logging in.  

·  Make sure you have a valid photo ID. 
Check out the ID requirements on the Test Day Checklist at actstudent.org and make sure you bring your photo 
ID on test day.  

·  Make sure to bring your printed ticket and valid photo ID to the test center.  
Without both your printed ticket and a valid photo ID, you won’t be admitted to test.  

·  Don’t bring your cell phone into the test center. 
If your cell phone goes off during the test or if you are caught using it at any time during testing -- even during 
breaks -- you will be dismissed and your test will not be scored.  

·  Make sure your test counts (don’t cheat). 
Your answer document will not be scored if you give or receive assistance during the test. If you suspect 
someone of cheating on the ACT, let us know.  They’ll take it from there.
